Norma DeWitt Memorial Fund Makes Simulator Purchase Possible

A manikin designed to provide a complete birthing experience before, during and after delivery was purchased for Riverview Family
Birthplace with funds provided by a memorial given to the Riverview Health Care Foundation in honor of Norma DeWitt. Norma,
who passed away in 2001, retired in 1987 after 21 years as a Nurses Aid at Riverview Family Birthplace.

The Noelle Birthing & Maternal Simulator is a life-size female manikin that has a pulse, an intubation airway, a rising chest to indi-
cate successful intubation, injection sites on her arms and legs, and realistic 1V arms allowing staff to practice intravenous adminis-
tration of medications and fluids. She also comes with four changeable cervices of varying dilation, placentas that are intact and not
intact, and a postpartum uterus for practicing uterine massage for the prevention of postpartum hemorrhage. Three vulva inserts are
also included so staff can practice performing episiotomies and postpartum suturing.

Norma DeWitt Memorial Fund Makes Simulator Purchase Possible

Multiple fetal heart sounds can be simulated with the device, enabling staff
to practice their responses to a baby’s increasing or decreasing heart rate.
Staff can also hone their skills at fast deliveries, breech deliveries, and vacu-
um or forceps deliveries. The manikin also comes with one birthing baby
and a resuscitation baby that is realistically equipped with an intubation air-
way, allowing it to be intubated orally and nasally.

The realistic practice and feedback provided by the simulator is proving
invaluable to all the staff caring for moms and newborns at Riverview Family

Birthplace.
